Program Objective:

The objective of the Global Ambassador Program, is to give
you a unique opportunity to meet children and adults in a
developing community and personally hand them solar lights. You
are entrusted with lights to promote solar energy use, reduce
greenhouse gas emissions, and increase the opportunities for

education, health and income generation in developing regions |

around the world. Thus, you will have the chance to personally

improve the livelihood of a rural community in the developing world one solar light at a time.
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Program Description:

The Global Ambassador Program of
One Million Lights engages students and
professionals to become ambassadors for
providing clean and healthy lighting to
under-resourced communities across the
world. One Million Lights matches the

number of lights fundraised by Global

Ambassadors to increase distribution to
communities in need around the world. The pilot program will equip Ambassadors with a
toolkit designed to assist them in their efforts for fundraising and outreach as well as to help
them achieve their personal lighting goal. Ambassadors are then entrusted with solar lights to
distribute to a community of their choice founded on a criterion that is fair, based on local
need, and respects gender equality. Lights are to be distributed and documented by
Ambassadors on a study abroad semester, vacation to a developing country, mission trip with a

community group, or general travel.

Solar Light:

The SN-2 light is a durable, solar rechargeable light whose primary purpose is to be the
electric “kerosene lantern substitution”. Developed with the assistance of the Space Alliance
Technology Outreach Program, supported by NASA, the prototype was tested by
scientist from the US Department of Energy in the harshest conditions in Africa. It
saves users money presently spent on purchasing kerosene fuel, reduces carbon
emissions as well as fire and smoke related deaths. At $28 per solar light,
Ambassadors distribute a solar light that charges in 8 to 10 hours of full
sunlight, has low, medium and high settings, is water resistant, has a “turn off in

sun” feature, and a high impact resistant ABS body and polycarbonate lens.
